Summary Activities for Orwell’s 1984
1. Find a news story from the past 5 years in which George Orwell’s world is alluded to.  Clip/copy it, highlighting the “Orwellian” terms, and in a paragraph (~100 words) summarize how the themes of the book helped define the writer’s intent for the news story. (example: What was the writer warning his/her reader about?)    
2. Choose one of the following four options:

· Create a movie trailer for 1984 of 30 – 60 seconds, w/o using scenes or stills from the actual movie.

· Prepare and perform a rap or other song about 1984.  This should provide an overview to the book.

· Create a new ending for the book. (~600 words)
· Has man ever tried to create a “perfect” society? Can man ever achieve such a paradise? (~600 words) Write a brief report/essay on the topic.
Plan on about 3-4 hours of focused work on your choice, including approximately 2 class periods.
Marks:  5-10 marks for technical quality. 

10-15 marks for content (how effective is the analysis? how           plausible is the interpretation? to what extent are the themes successfully conveyed?)

Total: 20 marks.
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
