Here is my final conclusion: Fear God and obey His commands, for this is the duty of every person.  God will judge us for everything we do, including every secret thing, whether good or bad.

In Math we are working through a unit on numbers.  We took a short detour and spent a bit of time on solving word problems.  We are going to spend some time on subtraction, multiplication and division.  So reviewing the material at home will be important.  We will also be reviewing basic facts as part of our unit.  Practicing the multiplication table to 9x9 at home would be a big help to the work we will be doing in the classroom.  

In Language Arts we have finished the novel ‘The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe’ by C.S. Lewis.  We will spend the next couple of weeks looking at short stories.  We will examine how they are written and work on improving comprehension.  We will also work on building sentences and putting them into paragraphs.

Language Arts and Bible will share the time spent on song writing and poetry.

I am also asking the students to work on an outline for a ‘missing’ chapter from ‘The Lion, the Witch, and the Wardrobe’.  An example would be to fill in the details for the battle with the giants in the North.  I only want an outline, not the full story.  It is like the table of contents in a book.  I just want what would be included in the story.

In Science we are studying the Human Body.  We will focus on the basic structure and functions of the human respiratory, digestive, circulatory, skeletal, muscular, and nervous systems.  

As part of this unit I am asking the students to build a model of a body system or part of the body.  The model needs to be edible. It could be rice molded into the shape of the body part or system with vegetables and spices and whatever you can think of as providing details.  This is only a suggestion.  It could be made from a cake cut into shapes with icing and candy providing the details.  It is up to your creative minds to think of some way to show understanding of that system or body part.  Parent participation is welcome.  If building the model is going to be a problem, please contact me and I will see what can be adapted to make it possible to hand in something.   

I am also attaching an assignment called, “My Trip Across Canada”.  Some time in class will be spent working on this assignment, but some time will also need to be spent at home.

In Bible we will be spending some time in the book of Isaiah.  It is a large book.  Students are encouraged to read ahead as it will take some time to get through. are currently starting ‘camping’ in Psalms.  So song writing will be a part of our study.  I look forward to this unit.
